The Providence Athenaeum Community Service Program


	I. Purpose and Intent

The Providence Athenaeum is happy to provide a program for people who wish to receive credit for Community Service hours, whether through a school project or the Court system.  All Community Service work is unpaid and considered volunteer work.  The Community Service Guidelines are much the same as for the Volunteer Program.

II. Program Guidelines

1. Community Service volunteers work hours at the library when supervisors are readily available. The number of volunteers accepted is based on the amount of work and supervisory time available.

2. Volunteers must complete a Community Service Information Sheet, for either Student Project or Court Requirement.  Completion of application form does not guarantee placement.  Applicants will be selected if a project is identified which matches their interests or qualifications.  An interview will be required at that time.

3. Family members of library staff may not be placed under the direct supervision of their family member.

4. The Athenaeum provides only general liability insurance coverage for volunteers acting within the course of their duties. Volunteers are not covered by Worker's Compensation disability benefits.

5. Community Service volunteers from the Court system will be asked to provide references and submit to a criminal background check.

6. Volunteers are placed in positions best suited to their skills, interests and availability. We cannot guarantee a position for each potential volunteer.

7. Selection is based on qualifications of applicants, the needs of the library at any given time, and the volunteer's ability to commit to a consistent schedule of hours.

8. Volunteers will be familiar with and agree to abide by the library's rules and policies.

9. Volunteers will contact their supervisor before the assigned shift if they will be absent or tardy.

10. The library will provide training, supervision and recognition to the volunteer.

11. The Library Director will review all Community Service volunteer applications. Individual department supervisors will carry out interviewing, selection, placement, scheduling and training of volunteers.
